South Carolina Summary Court Judges Association Election Policy

Pursuant to Article IV, Section 4 of the SCSCJA By-laws, the Election

Committee shall establish a written policy for the printing of and the orderly and

accurate counting of ballots. The following policy was adopted by the committee

on June 27, 2008:

I. Ballot:  The ballot shall list the offices subject to election in the following order:  President, First Vice President, Magistrate Vice-President, Municipal Vice- President, Treasurer, and Secretary.

Candidates for each office shall be listed in alphabetical order followed by a blank line where a voter may write in the name of a candidate placed in nomination at the business meeting.

II. Notice: The membership shall be notified electronically by (e-mail) of the

Election and be provided with a sample ballot and procedures for voting absentee at least 30 days prior to the election.

III. Voting: Each member in good standing registering at the annual conference shall be provided with a ballot at the time of registration. The member may vote during the business meeting by placing the ballot in the ballot box located in the registration area. The member's status with the Association shall be checked prior to the vote being cast. Each member may cast one ballot (no proxies).

IV. Absentee Voting: Any member in good standing who will not be attending the conference may request in writing (electronically or by US mail) an absentee ballot from the Chair of the Election Committee. The member requesting the absentee ballot shall receive one along with a return envelope, which should be returned to the Election Committee Chair prior to the date of the election. Any member in good standing who will attend the conference, but not attend the business meeting, may request and sign for an absentee ballot at the time of

conference registration. This absentee ballot must be returned by the member to the Election Committee Chair prior to the close of registration.

V. Voting Results:  The Election Committee Chair shall appoint 5 Members to count the ballots and tally the results. Pursuant to Article V, Section 3 of the By-laws, each candidate may have one observer (other than himself) present during the counting of the ballots. The Election Committee Chair shall certify the results and submit them to the President of the Association.
