TENTATIVE COURSE STUDIES


Criminal Domestic Violence – A complete review of the changes that add or amend numerous provisions of the South Carolina Code relating to Criminal Domestic Violence.  This legislation will have a significant impact on your courts.  The Act goes into effect January 1, 2006. 

DUI / DUAC - A Richland County circuit court ruling, if upheld on appeal, could put the brakes on thousands of pending DUI cases statewide. Similar record-keeping problems in Arizona resulted in nearly 1,400 breath tests being thrown out of court. 
Harassment and Stalking - "Mary Lynn's Law", this Act adds or amends numerous provisions of the South Carolina Code concerning harassment, stalking, restraining orders, and bond hearings.  This legislation will have a significant impact on your courts.  Except for section 11, which went into effect upon the Governor's signature, the Act goes into effect January 1, 2006.

Tort reform / In the Summary Court – a review of this year’s tort reform including defective construction, venue and jurisdiction in corporate suits and the new Acts application to small claims actions, claim & delivery, landlord/tenant actions, frivolous lawsuits pleadings and the apportionment of liability of damages among multiple defendants at the bench and before a jury.

Case Management System - a comprehensive overview and “hands on” demonstration of the South Carolina Case Management System that will be coming to your court very soon.

Bond Estreatments - When the defendant is a no-show or has violated the conditions of the bond... What to do?  This course will tell you what and how.

Interpreters / Translators – The defendant you have before you speaks no English. If he speaks Spanish, you’re OK. …Or so you think. All “Spanish” is not the same and you need to know what to do. Could it get worse? "Does Anyone Here Speak Urdu?" This class will help you know what to do before you are put on the spot.
